Curatorial Research Fellows receive a monthly expense allowance of approximately 1.750 € and are granted full access 

to all research resources of the Bibliotheca Hertziana. They are expected to reside in Rome for the duration of the fel-

lowship and to actively take part in the institute's scientific life. 

Museum-employed researchers who do not reside in Rome or the surrounding area are eligible to apply.  

The application deadline for the 2020 grants is September 15, 2019. 

Applications must include a summary of the candidate’s research project (max. 3 pages), CV and list of publications, 

and an indication of the desired grant period.
